Not only are the collections contained by  
these museums innovative, the buildings that 
house them range from a converted Nabisco 
box-printing factory overlooking the Hudson 
River to a converted 7-story former wood crib 
grain elevator in the Harlem Valley – both an 
easy walk from Metro-North Train Stations.

This 20,000-square-foot museum is devoted 
to Italian post-war and contemporary art. 
Magazzino, meaning warehouse in Italian, 
was co-founded by Nancy Olnick and Giorgio 
Spanu and designed by award-winning Spanish 
architect Miguel Quismondo. Coming soon is 
a new 13,000-square-foot pavilion featuring 
special exhibitions, a café and reading lounge.
